Requirements for Imported Prescribed Foods

NZFSA has reviewed the import requirements
for dried dates, canned tomatoes, mushrooms,
and snails, which are currently on the
prescribed food list, and has determined that
the hazards associated with these foods no
longer warrant the current import requirements.
As a result, the relevant Standard Management
Rules have been removed and these products
no longer require a NZFSA permit. NZFSA will
recommend that these foods be removed from
the prescribed foods list.

risk of vCJD from BSE in food

changes to the international standard (the World Organisation for
Animal Health s (OIE) Terrestrial Animal Health Code) on which the
current BSE Measure is based.
